e Teachers assist with recess and lunch duty on a rotating basis

e Small class size (Average class size in early years; 16 in Preschool; 16 in Pre-
Kindergarten and Kindergarten; and 18 in Grades 1-5).

e Maintain online curriculum management system (ManageBac)

e Track and monitor student progress

e Write student progress reports and facilitate conferences

e Must be willing and able to participate in the full life of the school

e Expect to participate International Baccalaureate training before or during your

first year
